The university continues to 
strengthen the experiential learning 
component of the curriculum, launch students 
overseas to continue their studies as well as 
make attending and financing a KIU 
education easier and more affordable than 
ever before.   
Experiential Learning + Student Learner 
Expectations  
KIU is intentionally strengthening the linkage 
between student learner expectations and 
experiential learning.  All KIU students are 
challenged to grow personally with five (5) 
student learner expectations characterizing 
the desired areas for growth.  KIU aims 
to cultivate more: 1) self-directed learners, 2) 
effective communicators, 3) critical thinkers, 4) 
problem solvers and 5) responsible stewards.   
Experiential learning fits well with delivering 
on these learner expectations by 
challenging students to be actively involved in 
learning and personally responsible 
participant(s) in cognitively, affectively and 
behaviorally processing knowledge while devel
oping skills and forming attitudes.  In other 
words, students have to take the initiative, be 
self-directed and demonstrate personal 
responsibility for the learning he or she is to 
achieve.   
From this perspective, learning is more 
than a cognitive process.  The learning goals 
go well beyond the transfer of knowledge 
to also focus on skills and attitudes.  In the 
business management course this 
spring, experiential learning has been evident 
in the trimester-long Nike case study which 
recently included a fieldtrip to the Nike Osaka 
Design Studio.  Through field trips and 
integrated case studies as well as team 
projects, guest speakers and small group 
discussions, students are more 
active physically and mentally in the learning 
process.  
Launching Students Overseas: 
Congratulations, Shinya!  
KIU prepares and position students for 
overseas study.  Most recently, Mr. Shinya 
Mimura’s transfer application was 
accepted into the international business 
programs at Truman State University and the 

State University of New York 
(Geneseo).  These were 
Shinya’s top 2 choices.  Truman State Univers
ity provided Shinya with a President’s 
scholarship ($4,500) and the State University 
of New York offered a $2.000 
scholarship.  Shinya will begin 
at Truman State University this 
Fall.  Congratulations Shinya!
